Work area safety

Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered
or dark areas invite accidents.

Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence of
flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power
tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or
fumes.

Keep children and bystanders away while
operating a power tool. Distractions can
cause you to lose control.

Electrical safety

Power tool plugs must match the outlet.
Never modify the plug in any way. Do

not use any adapter plugs with earthed
(grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs
and matching outlets will reduce risk of electric
shock.

Avoid body contact with earthed or
grounded surfaces, such as pipes,
radiators, ranges and refrigerators. There is
an increased risk of electric shock if your body is
earthed or grounded.

Do not expose power tools to rain or wet
conditions. Water entering a power tool will
increase the risk of electric shock.

Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord
for carrying, pulling or unplugging the
power tool.

Use personal protective equipment. Always
wear eye protection.

Battery tool use and care

PROBLEM SOLUTION recycling.

1. WHY DOES THE DRILL NOT TURN ON WHEN
YOU PRESS THE SWITCH?

The forward/reverse rotation control, which is on top of
the trigger, is positioned in the lock function. Unlock the
forward/reverse rotation control by putting it into the
required rotation position. Push the trigger and the drill
will start to rotate.

2. THE DRILL STOPS BEFORE THE SCREW IS
COMPLETELY TIGHTENED. WHY?

Verify the torque position of the torque adjust-

ing ring, you can find the torque-adjusting ring
between the chuck and the drill body. Position 1 is
the lowest torque (screw driving force) and posi-
tion 18 is the highest torque (screw driving force).
Position g is for drill operation. Regulate the torque
adjusting ring to a higher position to reach the best
result.

3. REASONS FOR DIFFERENT BATTERY PACK
WORKING TIMES

Charging time problems, as above, and having not
used a battery pack for a prolonged time will reduce
the battery pack working time. This can be corrected
after several charge and discharge operations by
charging & working with your drill. Heavy working
conditions such as large screws into hard wood will
use up the battery pack energy faster than lighter
working conditions. Do not re-charge your battery
pack below 0 °C and above 45 °C as this will affect
performance.

MAINTENANCE

Remove the battery pack from the tool before
carrying out any adjustment, servicing or
maintenance.

Your tool requires no additional lubrication or
maintenance.

There are no user serviceable parts in your power
tool. Never use water or chemical cleaners to clean
your power tool. Wipe clean with a dry cloth. Always
store your power tool in a dry place. Keep the motor
ventilation slots clean. Keep all working controls free
of dust.

FOR BATTERY TOOLS

The ambient temperature range for the use and
storage of tool and battery is 0°C-45°C.

The recommended ambient temperature range for
the charging system during charging is 0°C-40°C.
